            On Monday afternoon, members of the Steering Committee and the 
School Finance Subcommittee met with Diocesan officials and four other 
Catholic schools up in Providence to discuss details relating to the bond issue 
that St. Bernard’s will participate in if we move ahead with the building of the 
school.  When asked by the Diocese if we were ready to commit to the bond, Fr. 
Dennis and the committee members responded that we could not commit at this 
time.  Before making such a decision, we will need to wait until the results of 
the Meitler survey provide us with enough evidence that there is the need and 
desire for a new two-class per grade Catholic school in North Kingstown.  
             We’ll continue with the planning, but we can’t make any long term 
commitments until we know for sure whether or not we can move ahead on the 
construction.  The consensus of the other schools was that they could wait a few 
months before proceeding with the bond issue, thus allowing St. Bernard’s 
enough time to make an informed decision.
